We may have lost the Presidential election, but we have so much to be very proud of!  Our campaign storefront was an amazing success thanks to all the thousands of volunteers who gave so much of themselves!  In fact, I believe our operation is the perfect model for victory in the future.  If the Democratic Party would replicate our efforts throughout the city, state, and country, we could elect a Democratic Mayor, Governor, State Senate, Congress and President!


Our storefront made politics accessible to average citizens.  By tabling all Spring and Summer we reached hundreds of people throughout the district and got them interested in campaigning in swing states.  But when we opened up a street-front office, people were suddenly able to plug their political energy into concrete activity.  Average citizens were finally able to connect to their neighbors and really talk about this election and what it means to them.  And then they were able to reach out to voters around the country and engage in conversations about the issues important to them.  Old fashioned grassroots politics with 21st century technology to facilitate it.

Our volunteers were so enthusiastic about participating that we kept expanding our plans.  In the end, we sent our own buses and vans to PA for door-to-door canvassing, did thousands of mailings and over 23,000 GOTV door hangers for PA precincts, and operated our own phone banks for over 30,000 phone calls to swing states, including Hawaii.  We also covered our own district, registering a record number of new voters and taught them how to use the machines.

And importantly, we worked in concert with other clubs, especially Broadway Democrats, sharing our resources and expertise.  Together we did canvassing and phoning for local NY races.  People from all over the city called us to volunteer, to get connected to other campaigns, or to get election information.


And we funded it all with small donations, mostly of $2 and $3.  We deliberately kept the focus accessible to the average community member: no huge big money fundraisers, just lots of little donations for buttons and bumper stickers.


We were truly a people’s campaign.  We energized and really engaged our base and then reached out to the potential voter in swing states.  Our adopting PA paid off.  We weren’t the only ones, of course, but what we did mattered and got results.  

Let’s send that message to Democratic Clubs throughout this country.  Republicans learned this years ago, and all their ground work showed an expanded base this year.  Now the Democrats must play catch-up.  Regardless of our future candidate, to win we need an accessible and mobilized local Democratic Party structure.

And lots of campaign storefronts to spread the message and win new voters.

 ITS TIME TO ORGANIZE,

NOW

This is a remarkable community. We lost an election.  But thanks to all our club members and volunteers, in the past two months, we know that it is possible for one community to reach out to voters in the swing states –Pennsylvania, Florida, Ohio and New Hampshire -and make an impact. – 

We didn’t have time for this issue but in future newsletters we will try to analyze our impact on  the areas in the swing states where we canvassed and called.  And an  opportunity to thank all the members and volunteers who made it possible.

The canvassers on our buses and vans contacted over fifteen thousand swing voters and knocked on twice as many doors.

The storefront became a major phone bank for the Kerry-Edwards campaign.   Run by Lynn Max, the storefront phone bank contacted over 30,000 voters in critical election races.  We called Democrats to encourage them to volunteer, to vote by absentee, to vote early, and we called to convince the undecided to vote for Kerry.  We  usually ran the bank noon to 9m.   At 7pm, data enterers began entering the results on our computers.  We had to comply with a midnight deadline to email the coded responses to the NY central phone bank which were then forwarded to the various state Kerry-Edwards headquarters in New Hampshire, Florida, Ohio, etc.

At times we had  30 callers using the storefront’s twelve nationwide lines, cell phones and home phones.  During the last weekend we called over 4500 swing state voters each day. We made over 15000 calls to Ohio; 3500 to New Hampshire; 4000 to Palm Beach and Broward County in Florida asking them to vote early;  3200 to the Scranton area of Pennsylvania; and over 5000 in support of the Frank Barbaro congressional bid for the 15th CD on Staten Island and Brooklyn.  The Three Parks/Broadway Storefront called every democratic senior in the district.

On the final weekend, a new volunteer brought in a list of 1100 retired Japanese in Hawaii.  Somehow a new crew of callers appeared and between 9 and 9:30 and by 11pm, fifteen callers were at work.  We completed the list by 11:30pm.
But the most amazing and heartening event  occurred in the 48 hours since the election.  So many volunteers and club members have called to say, not that they are devastated, that too, but that they wanted to make sure that we were continuing.

Now its time to organize.  The national Democratic Party was not organized to win this election.  Did the party exist in Ohio and Florida and other swing states? Move-On, ACT, Citizen’s Action, Naral, the NAACP, League of Conservation Voters provided enormous support to the campaign but there were news reports as recently as August that the Kerry /Democratic  was non-existent in these states.

Is there a connection to the Democratic Party for Americans living outside of the large urban cities?  Do they know the kinds of people who are Democrats?  Here, at our storefront, we fielded calls from people in Palm Beach, Florida,  Pennsylvania, and suburban Ohio asking if we could send them buttons and bumper stickers because there was no visible Democratic campaign in their area.  

Its easier to demonize Democrats, as supporters of gay marriage and late term abortion. when they are largely invisible in the swing states outside of the large cities.

Are gay marriage and abortion the defining domestic issue of these swing state voter’s lives.   Or were these the only issues they heard talked about on the radio as they drove to work because right wing corporations control 80% of the stations?

We need an active, visible Democratic party.  We nee d to retake the presidency, the Senate and the House.s Although this was an exceptional election,  this storefront demonstrated the hunger for community based political activity when faced with an obscene government.

There is energy throughout the country to do what we did.  Like the union organizers in the earlier part of this century that, in the face of ruthless and powerful corporations and unfriendly press, spread democratic principles and empowerment throughout the country, we can do it too.

The Election: 

What happened?  What Next ?

Did moral values trump war and economics? Nonsense!  A fifty-one to forty-eight percent margin isn't a trump and it isn't a mandate. It is a paper thin majority, just the opposite of what one would expect for an incumbent wartime president who claims to speak for all the people.  

The county election returns graph in the Nov. 4th Times tells the story. The areas of deepest Bush support are precisely those isolated, semi rural, 1950's small town industrial and farming communities that are disappearing most rapidly from the American scene.  There are notable exceptions, particularly in Florida, Texas and other parts of the South, but it is reasonable to think that many people are so militantly clinging to the past precisely because their way of life is disappearing.  In history, fundamentalism increases when broad sweeping economic changes have threatened traditional social patterns.  The social conditions that make other regions of the country go Blue are on the rise.  Time is on our side if we keep on with the program of coalition building between the organizations of progressive White people, People of Color groups, unions and mainstream religious institutions. 

Just as Three Parks rose to the challenge in this past election, there are three areas that should define much of our activity between now and the Mayoral elections.  

· First, we should participate actively in peace activities and oppose the Bush doctrine of pre-emptive war.  

· Second, we should join with other organizations that say no to the recently announced Bush program including privatization of Social Security and further tax cuts for the very rich.  

· Third, one of the things that made Howard Dean attractive to many of us was his view that we need to work within the Democratic Party itself to reduce  the influence of the Democratic Leadership Council, which Dean called "the Republican part of the Democratic Party".  Indeed, the DLC has long advocated that the Party move closer to the Republicans, and was particularly angered by Dean's attempt to pose a clearer alternative.  We should actively resist DLC pressure on our New York representatives  to compromise with the Bush program.

It’s the Economy Stupid:
 An Economic Perspective on the 2004 Election”

We are all too familiar with the slogan that carried Bill Clinton to the White House in 1992, when he ran against George Bush the elder.  Many of us, in fact, thought that it would apply to the 2004 election and condemn the son to a similar fate.  Indeed, according to the exit polls, John Kerry drew overwhelming support (80% vs. 18%) from voters who regarded the economy and jobs as their “most important issue.”  Of course, they represented only 20 percent of the electorate.  In other words, 4 out of 5 voters cited other higher priorities such as moral values (22%) and terrorism (19%).  Additionally, one-third of all voters indicated that they were “financially” better off today than four years ago, and about half viewed the economy as in “good or excellent” condition.


The economy, in other words, may not have been the decisive issue that it was 12 years ago.  This point was driven home to me several weeks ago in a lecture by Yale economist Ray Fair.  Ray has developed a simple statistical model to predict the outcomes of presidential elections – more precisely the share of the incumbent (or incumbent party) in the total votes for the Democratic and Republican candidates.  The model incorporates some basic political factors that gave an edge to Bush as a Republican running for re-election.  Based on the premise that Americans vote their “pocketbooks,” his analysis focuses on economic conditions – recent economic growth and inflation rates.


The results are quite surprising (at least for those focusing on the economy).  As of October 29th, Fair was predicting that Bush would win decisively with nearly 58% of the popular vote.  Why?  The answer is the economy stupid.  Over the past year income per person has grown at an above-average rate of around 3%, and since January 2001 price inflation has been quite moderate, around 2% per year.  In other words, aggregate economic conditions were far from dim and actually bolstered Bush’s incumbency advantage.


Needless to say, Fair’s prediction was way off of the mark.  In a post-mortem on the election, he offers two explanations.  The first presumes that his “vote-your-pocketbook” premise is basically correct (and it did after all accurately predict the 2000 vote shares).  The question then becomes why Bush did so poorly relative to expectations, based on current economic conditions.  Perhaps, more urgent political issues like the Iraq war captured public attention and so deflected votes from Bush.  The war was the main concern of 15% of all voters, and nearly 75% of them supported Kerry.


Alternatively, Fair’s model may have understated the importance of economic factors because of the very uneven course of the recent economic expansion, that is the “jobless” recovery.  At this stage in the expansion, we would normally expect to see 8% employment growth and increases in real earnings of 12%.  Instead, there has been a slight (less than 1%) net increase in employment (since the bottom of the business cycle) and a modest 2.5% gain in real earnings.  Moreover, the growth in employment and earnings has been very unequally distributed across households, in part because of Bush’s fiscal (that is tax and spend) policies.


What should we make of these arguments?  To me, they indicate an increasingly heterogeneous electorate with widely divergent economic experiences and so different political concerns.  Many of us directly observed this pattern while we were canvassing in Pennsylvania.  In Scranton a high unemployment manufacturing region, we heard about difficult economic times and strong support for Kerry (or opposition to Bush).  In the more prosperous and low unemployment Montgomery County, we canvassed under the auspices of the League of Conservation voters, precisely because the residents there were more concerned about environmental (or foreign) policy and had few complaints about their financial conditions.  While we seem to have garnered support for Kerry in both locations, we did so by tapering our message to each population, not by a rehearsing a single tune.  At times, I must admit, I felt a bit schizophrenic moving between these two locales.  To avoid this problem and the attendant criticisms, we face the challenge of developing and articulating a comprehensive vision, one that can embrace these varied concerns.  In doing so, we can then send a positive, consistent message that identifies all of us as Democrats.

I’ve Approved This Message

I don't think we need a Nostradamus to tell us what this political witches' brew will bring us.  With essentially one party ruling over us and separation of powers and checks and balances trashed, the prospects for the survival of constitutional government in this country are grim indeed.

It's time we came to regard just about all Republicans (with rare exceptions such as John McCain) as all along they've regarded us: not as political opponents but political enemies.  I don't think the word fascistic is too extreme a word to describe the loony bunch that rules and will continue to rule over us for four more years.

This latest gang comes from a long line of bloodsuckers, incompetents, charlatans, and Scrooges produced by the GOP.

Since the end of World War I, the Republican party has consistently been a malign force in American society.  They were the isolationists who kept us from joining the League of Nations.  All during the Twenties, Republican administrations wooed big business and gave huge tax breaks to the rich, which hurt the poor and middle class and weakened purchasing power so badly we weren't able to spend our way prosperity after the Crash.  When Roosevelt fought the Great Depression through the New Deal, they fought back, doing all they could to scuttle the Wagner Act and Social Security and other progressive legislation.

But wait, there's more.

When it came time to fish or cut bait against the fascists, they kept their heads in the sand even after the fall of France and only Great Britain held out against the Nazis.  Pearl Harbor finally brought them back to reality.  After the Japanese surrendered and the Cold War began, the Republicans spawned McCarthy — wasn't he a sweetheart? Most of what has motivated the Republicans over the decades has been simple greed: they're the self-professed party of the haves and have-mores, and the way they've gotten into power so they can loot the treasury and impoverish the rest of us is to bring out the worst in the electorate.  They've always worked the dark side of the street.  The red meat they throw at the voters to harness their superstitions and fears has been the stock in trade of tyrants and charlatans since the dawn of civilization.

We Americans used to think we were immune from this sort of claptrap and its consequences.  Now we know better.  The "fight of our lives," as Bill Moyers called it in a recent speech, didn't end with Bush's "mandate" on November 2nd, and it wouldn't have ended if Kerry had been allowed to win.  It has really just begun.

We can't win it without unprecedented and ongoing citizen involvement.  In the Gettysburg Address, Lincoln talked about the prospects for the long-term survival of self-government, and happily the Union victory appeared to seal it.  But now it's in peril once again.  I hope and pray that patriotic citizens all over the country — and that includes, of course, people in Three Parks Independent Democrats, both old timers and the newly recruited — will continue in their righteous wrath to save what the genius of the founding father bequeathed to us and we fought the Civil War to save

I flew to West Palm Beach on Sunday, October 17th to serve on the Kerry-Edwards Legal Team.  This structure of thousands of volunteer lawyers was put in place in Florida and other swing states to ensure that the debacle of 2000 never occur again, and to advise citizens of their voting rights.  

Palm Beach County was still reeling from the infamous butterfly ballot of the 2000 election, and when early voting began on Monday, October 18th, citizens came out in droves to cast their votes on the new electronic touch screen machines (which lack a paper trail, but which, in my opinion, seemed to work fairly well), or to pick up absentee ballots on which to vote.  

In the next weeks leading up to Election Day, I served as a poll watcher at various early voting sites, attended poll worker training run by the Supervisor of Elections’ Office (headed, until January 1, 2005, by the infamous Theresa LePore), fielded questions from non-legal campaign staff on a variety of voting rights issues, attended meetings of the county Canvassing Board, helped to organize training for the hundreds of volunteer attorneys in Palm Beach County, and, on Election Day itself, answered phones and did troubleshooting in the Palm Beach Legal Boiler Room.  

Along the way, I discovered some flaws in the system that I hope the incoming Supervisor of Elections of Palm Beach County will work quickly to rectify.  A few problems include:

· Many citizens who requested absentee ballots did not receive them in a timely fashion, resulting, in my estimation, of thousands of missed Democratic votes;

· Sample ballots (explaining the lengthy ballot initiatives) were not mailed until one week into early voting, creating even longer lines at these sites (some people waited upwards of five hours to vote during early voting, an awe inspiring fact);

· Hundreds of citizens who mailed back absentee ballots but did not sign the outside envelope did not have their votes counted.  They should all be informed of this mistake so that they never repeat it;

· The early voting sites were not equipped to handle the extremely high turnout.  There must be many more sites during the next general election so that people (especially the elderly) do not have to wait several hours to vote).

· There were also problems with voter registration.  Many citizens who thought they had registered to vote were turned away or given provisional ballots because the County said their registration forms were incomplete, and yet many of these citizens had never been informed of this or given the opportunity to complete their registrations.    

For all of these problems, however, my basic belief is that the system is improving. There was no overwhelming feeling of voter disenfranchisement, the much talked of Republican challenges did not materialize, and most people seemed satisfied that their votes were counted.  I have never felt so proud to be in the legal profession.  

Election Night was disappointing.  But I am encouraged by reports showing many historically red states getting bluer (Colorado and Virginia), while some historically swing states clearly falling into the blue camp (Oregon and Washington).  Whatever the media reports, George W. Bush does not have a mandate.  He narrowly won a highly contested election in which John Kerry won almost 56,000,000 votes.   In 1996, Bill Clinton won 47,402,357 votes.  We must not despair.  We have to stand and fight, and do our best in the next four years to protect social security, the right to choose, and other values we as half of the American voting population hold sacred. 

Selecting Judicial Delegates

      Few delegates today to our Party’s judicial nominating convention know the four “pledges” which each delegate [delegate here also means alternate delegate] agrees to when his or her club selects that person to be on “the joint ‘Reform’ club” judicial delegate slate.  Indeed, even the clubs have forgotten about this.  Let me explain.  In the 1970’s, in the Upper West side area [which is now the 67th and the 69th A.D.s], each Democratic club used to field a complete slate of judicial convention delegates and alternate delegates with a resulting Primary contest among those clubs.  Realizing that all the West Side clubs were “Reform;” that is, pledged to support only panel-screened judges, and that a Primary was wasteful, Jerrold Nadler brokered an agreement among the clubs.

       First, the clubs in each Assembly District agreed to divide the delegates evenly among them (if there were an odd delegate, then that extra delegate slot would “rotate” each year to another club), and second, all delegate candidates had to agree to the following four points:

· To support only those judge candidates who were reported as “most highly qualified” of all the applicants to an independent, non-partisan, merit screening panel.  These panels were initially set up in the 1960s by the Reform Democratic movement (in those days known as the New Democratic Coalition and the “Geller” panels after attorney Stanley Geller who pioneered the use of such panels) and in 1977 adopted by the New York County Democratic organization;

· To endorse and to support the other delegate candidates on the slate, both from one’s own club as well as those proposed by the other clubs;

· To obtain at least 50 signatures for the slate during the petition period.  In this way, the delegates and alternates usually ensured qualifying themselves with about twice the number of petition signatures required (500); and

· To replace any missing delegate at a judicial convention with an alternate from the same club as the absent delegate.

       Today, because of these principles, the West Side Reform Democratic clubs have avoided unnecessary Primary battles while focusing on selecting excellent judge candidates.  This process has served us well.
